{i} Advance notification to the purchaser of the pending termination, in sufficient time to permit the purchaser to procure needed requirements; and
{ii) following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the purchaser, the blueprints, drawings, and specifications of the spare parts, if requested.

Warranty

The supplier warrants that the geods supplied under the contract are new, unused, of the most recent or current models, and that they incorporate all
recent improvements in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the contract. The supplier further warrants that all goods supplied under this
contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or workmanship {except when the design and/or material is required by the purchaser's
specifications) or from any act or omission of the supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions provailing in the
country of final destination.

This warranty shall remain valid for twelve (12) months after the goods, or any partion thereof as the case may ba, have been delivered to and accepted
at ihe final destination indicated in the contract, or for eightsen (18) months after the date of shipment from the port or place of loading in the source
country, whichever period concludes earlier, unless specified otherwise in SCC.

The organ of state reserves the rigit to require of a tenderer, either before a tender is adjudicated or at any time subsequently, to substantiate any claim
in regard to preferences, in any manner required by the organ of state.

(d} “tender for income-generating contracts™ means a written offer in the form determined by an organ of state in response to an invitation for the
origination of income-generating contracis through any method envisaged in legislation that will result in a legal agreement between the organ of state
and a third party that preduces revenue for the organ of state, and includes, but is nat limited to, leasing and disposal of assets and concession
contracts, excluding direct sales and disposal of assets through pubfic auctions; and

{e) “the Act” means the Preferential Procurement Policy Framewark Act, 2000 (Act No. 5 of 2000).
